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Al Dannager, University of Maryland, 
told members at the UPAA business 
session that it might be desirable to 
have closer association with various 
college and university related publi­
city organizations. 

"In particular," said Dannager, "we 
should create a close tie with the 
American College Public Relations Asso­
ciation (ACPRA) and the Chronicle of 
Higher Education in order to secure 
national exposure for work done by mem­
bers of UPAA. 

Dannager suggested that the photogra­
phers of the organization should send 
photographs of an educational nature 
for the publis her to use in upcoming 
stories. Proper credit would be given 
to the photographer and/or his institu­
tion. 

The UPAAer was asked to accept coordi­
nation of this effort which he took. 
Dannager asked that two sets of six 
prints each should be submitted by each 
member.
